The 18" Annual Meeting of OECD-Asian Senior Budget Officials, December 12 - 13, 2024, Bangkok

Bangkok, December 12 - 13, 2024 - The Budget Bureau of Thailand and the Organization for Economic
Co-operation and Development (OECD) will jointly host the 18" OECD Asian Senior Budget Officials (SBO)
Meeting at the Mandarin Oriental Hotel Bangkok. The keynote speaker address is provided by Deputy Minister
of Finance, H.E. Mr. Paopoom Rojanasakul. This annual gathering brings together leading public finance

experts, senior and practitioner budget officials, and policymakers from across the region. The meeting
promises to be a pivotal gathering of minds, focusing on crucial aspects of budgeting and public expenditure.

The key highlights of the meeting include:

« Recent Developments in Budgeting and Public Expenditure: Delegates will provide succinct overviews
of recent developments in budgeting and public expenditure in the region.
e Budgeting in Asia: This session will discuss the budgeting and public expenditure system of Chinese

Taipei in the context of the OECD Spending Better Framework and the transformations in budgeting
frameworks and practices in Singapore.
« Innovative financing mechanisms in green budgeting: This session will discuss mobilizing private

investment to finance the necessary investments. It will highlight the benefits and opportunities, as
well as the challenges, with the use of such mechanisms, their linkages with the budgeting and public
financial management system, and discuss key fiscal risks that need to be managed.

e Artificial intelligence in budgeting and public expenditure: This session will explore how Al can
enhance budgeting and public expenditure processes through experience-sharing and discussions on
best practices.

« Performance budgeting: This session will examine outcomes of budget expenditures and sharing best
practices from OECD to support public policy decision-making.

« Report by the OECD Secretariat & Future Work Programme: This session will update delegates on the
OECD Secretariat’s current and future work programme, providing an opportunity for feedback.

This meeting presents a valuable platform for Thailand to exchange views and learn from the experiences of
other countries on critical issues such as enhancing budgetary processes, adopting innovative green financing
mechanisms, applying Al to improve efficiency, and focusing on performance-based budgeting. These
discussions will help advance fiscal sustainability and support the transition to a sustainable economy.
